2012: A Different View Of Mayan Prophecy

The media is currently proclaiming dire predictions re December 2012, attributed to Mayan prophecy.  “The end of the world” is a prominent theme, and the media is interpreting that as the end of the physical world. I have a much different “take”� on that, based on both research and on what my spirit guides have said over the years.

Many years ago I not only visited a number of the Mayan ruins under the guidance of a highly respected Mayan guide and the A.R.E., but also read quite a bit about their gift of prophecy.  Everything I read said something quite different from what the media is currently sensationalizing.  To quell the worst of these, understand that “world”� has more than one meaning and the physical world is but one. Think about some of our common word usages:  “3rd world”� meaning nations not as financially well off as we are;  “upper, middle, lower world”� in shamanism, indicating different dimensions; “New world” as Europeans used to call the Americas. The Hopi and Navajo have oral histories of humanity having gone through different “worlds” to come to the present one; their interpretation of “world” could mean dimensions, or epochal time periods of world culture. Obviously, none of these meanings of “world” refer to a different planet or a renewed planet.  They are all metaphor.

Mayan history says that long ago there were highly evolved beings called Abuelos.  They were instrumental in setting up the stone stelae that marked significant happenings on the planet that would directly affect the Mayan people.  The Mayans were masters in astronomy, astrology and prophecy, i.e., recording and interpreting time.  It was said that these great beings could see millions of years into the past, but could not see beyond the date we call December 21st, 2012, because it looked like a “cracked mirror.”

“Cracked mirror”� is quite graphic.  Think about what you would see if you looked into a cracked mirror: numerous yet different views of yourself, any one of which could present a different possibility.  This metaphor seems to indicate that the future beyond 2012 may be quite diverse, certainly not clear, and any component of the cracked mirror could end up being the actual future that we would experience.  Whether that means there would be multiple time-lines co-existing, or whether the exact future wouldn’t be known until just before it happens, or it’s totally up to our/humanity’s free will regarding the future, or...?

I did not grasp the full implications of what all of the above meant until I encountered some past-life regressions that involved a fascinating twist of healing.  Each case involved a traumatic death that significantly affected the person’s current life.  It’s been my experience that when we become aware of specific past lives, the events of that life start affecting the current life in dramatic ways.  That’s how we can awaken dormant talents in this life:  we visit and study a past-life where we used that talent in depth, and then it begins to escalate the development of that ability in the current life.  This is an immediately beneficial use of past-life regression.  However, if we visit a life where there was significant trauma, particularly involving death, then the trauma escalates negative events in the current life.  I experienced that phenomenon in 2001 when I fell and broke my hip several months after an incomplete healing of a past-life regression.  

Some of my clients experienced the same phenomenon.  When working with them, I used numerous forms of healing the past-life, including forgiveness, healing with Light, bringing in logic that they’re once again alive and death has no meaning, rewriting the scenario according to what the person wanted, etc.  Yet with some people, none of these had any effect.  Then in one person’s circumstance, Spirit spontaneously brought the dead past-life personality back to life (NDE) and rewrote the scenario without any input from my client or me.  A similar experience occurred with a few other clients as well as with my own inner healing work.

In each case, the person experienced instant relief and peace.  S/he recounted a life-story of anomalies that only now, after the regression, made any sense.  We could see how the original past-life story reflected adversely in the current life.  Then we could see also how the new time line was reflected life-long, bringing a period of grace even before we’d done the past-life regression!  In other words, each of us experienced two time lines coexisting within our lives.  Once the past-life regression was healed, the person experienced the grace time-line much more consistently, while the adverse one quickly receded into the past.

I suspect that this is one of the “Cracked Mirror”� scenarios the ancient Mayan Abuelos were picking up on.  Each of us, who works at healing our past lives and ancestral lines, in essence is bringing in new, parallel, time-lines. This is because the past-life was actually healed, not just rewritten in our ideation.  We are in the process of changing our own future as well as the world’s future, partially through actually changing the past.  In the pre-regression lifetime, much violence shaped the person’s life, i.e., karma of violence.  In the post-regression healed time-line, peace and tranquility shaped the person’s life, i.e., dharma (good karma) of grace.  As the Mayan Abuelos predicted:  The future beyond 2012 can go in any direction, following any of the views found in a portion of the cracked mirror.

A future evolving from the “Cracked Mirror” can feel as nebulous as The smiling, joyful Fool of the Tarot stepping off a cliff and walking on air.  He knows full well that Spirit is taking care of his wellbeing. “Walking on air” can feel joyful and fun as in the metaphor meaning “elated and exciting.”�  Or it can feel scary as if the earth fell away underneath.  A lot depends on attitude; fear and excitement have much the same physiological effect.

For the past several decades, Spirit has been telling me that the world is now in a state of grace.  All karma is forgiven, but we each have to claim forgiveness in order to experience grace.  My spirit teacher has also said that the coming millennium is supposed to have its own karmic and dharmic path.  It is not supposed to be a millennium based on the karma of the past millions of years!  But we, individuals and humanity as a whole, may have to choose a different path, in order to assure this.

It is up to us, as to what that future will be!  Are we going to fall back into the past of fear and pain?  Or are we going to choose the path of peace and joy?
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
